Captain Andrew’s Column 
 

 

‘O Little Town of Bethlehem.’ A 
lovely Carol that we sing and I 
didn’t really know the  
significance of the first line until 
looking into the background to 
how Bethlehem fits into the 
Christmas Story, something we’re 
looking at today. Micah 5 from 
the Old Testament prophesised 
that Bethlehem will be involved, 
but you can almost hear people 
saying Bethlehem! Whatever 
good comes out of that? Well we 
know of course that Jesus came 
out of Bethlehem but also King 
David was born there as well; 
David’s Town; The Angels say 
this to the Shepherds ‘ to you this 
day in David’s Town..is born a 
saviour…’ So God used this 
insignificant town for great 
things. That’s how God works; he 
uses situations, people who are 
humble, for His glory. The whole 
Christmas Story demonstrates 
this. God chooses not because of 
greatness but uses ordinary people 
to work with Him. When Elijah 
‘met’ God it wasn’t in the 
Earthquake wind and Fire; sounds 
like a pop group! But God was in 
the whisper. God is for ordinary, 
everyday people, people who 
need a saviour.
