Major Stephen’s Column

On 10 August 2025 we, as a Corps,
began a journey. We stepped onto
the bottom rung of Peter’s ‘Ladder
of Virtue’. We did well to climb up
five rungs last year, and we have
continued up two more this year.
Today, we celebrate arriving at the
top rung; LOVE!

It may not surprise you, therefore,
that we will look at possibly the
most famous Bible passage about
love; chapter 13 of Paul’s first letter
to the Church in Corinth. As we
consider love, we will be reminded
how love leads to perfection
(knowing and understanding now in
part; but fully in the future). How
love ultimately achieves perfection,
even if not in this life; and finally,
how love goes beyond faith and
hope.

Let us not forget that we only have
one word for love, whereas there
are more in the Greek. Paul uses
‘agape’ when he writes of love
here; self-sacrificial love. In 13
verses Paul writes ‘agape’ nine
times; emphasizing what such love
is and is not.

May we not cheapen this love; but
live it out each day
